2 ROAST POTATOES

3 CARAMELIZE ONION

Adjust rack to top position and
preheat oven to 425 degrees. Wash
and dry produce.

« Cut potatoes into /2-inch-thick wedges.
Halve, peel, and thinly slice onion.

4 MAKE SAUCE & FORM BEEF

« Meanwhile, in a second small bowl,
combine mayonnaise, ketchup,
mustard, and as much remaining
OLD BAY® Seasoning as you like.

In the last 1-2 minutes of cooking, top
patties with cheddar; cover pan to
melt cheese. Remove from heat.

While potatoes roast, heat a large
drizzle of oil in a medium, preferably
nonstick, pan over medium-high heat.
Add onion; cook, stirring occasionally,
until browned and softened,

8-10 minutes.

Add 1tsp sugar (2 tsp for 4 servings)
and a splash of water; cook until onion
is caramelized and jammy, 2-3 minutes
more. Season with salt and pepper.

Turn off heat; transfer to a small bowl.

6 FINISH & SERVE

While patties cook, halve and
toast buns.

Divide buns between plates and fill
with patties, caramelized onion, and
half the special sauce. Serve burgers
with Old Bay fries on the side and
remaining special sauce for dipping.
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
